Ever since Kayemba started
eceiving occupational therapy and early learning services
at Angel’s center, we have seen him greatly improve from
the learning environment. He has improved attention span
and concentration. He likes learning new skills and very

ind to the peers. Though he still has speech difficulties, he
can now read days of the week, A-Z and month of the years.
Kayemba can now write his name properly on paper and
other words for instance names of different animals like cat,
dog, cow, goat, monkey etc. Edirisa being supported in a
learning environment; we believe and hope that Kayemba
will become productive and independent in future.

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WORKPLAN FOR 2015.

1. Strengthening the Early Learning Center.

Through advocacy for inclusive education, Angel’s center intends
to pilot a few schools for inclusive for children with special needs.
This will provide opportunities to learn about and accept individual
differences, lessening the impact of harassment and bullying.

Angel’s center intends to train children practical, and vocational
skills that will equip children with new skills and have better future.
Such activities will include making crafts capentary, repairing
small objects, Beadding, candle making and cards.

2. Community rehabilitation programs will be provided to asses
and understand the children and home environment. Parents will
also be provided with special instructions which will involve
creating learning environment and activities that help children’s
development.

3. Resource mobilization. Angel’s center plan to strengthen on
the local fundraising through contacting companies, universities,
organizations and Government. This is done to enable us sustain
the organization and operate our activities.

Irregular attendance of children to access services at the center
due to the following;

Transport;out of 25 children who access services at the center, 11
are un able to come to the center daily due to their weak muscles
in the limbs and neck to firmly hold themselves for safety, poor
transportation facilities have led to reduced accessibility of these
children to the center.

Viral infections; since most of our children have weak immune
systems they are mostly affected by the infections like
influenza,cough,diarreogh and malaria.this hinders their attendance
at the center.
